Arbitration decisions can take many months to be delivered, it is hoped that Aurizon come to the 
workshop on the 10th with an open mind and uphold today’s commitment to negotiate in good faith 
to find a fair resolution for the business and our members, therefor avoiding the lengthy Arbitration 
process.  
 
Members are reminded and encouraged to keep notes and payslips of occasions you have been 
deducted 40 hours leave for only taking part weeks of leave and to also forward those details to 
traincrew@afule.org.au.
